CLASS TITLE:  PAINTER 
 
BASIC FUNCTION: 
Under the direction of the Director- Facilities, Maintenance and Operations, perform a variety of 
journey-level duties in the painting of designated buildings and facilities and preparation of related 
surfaces; mix and apply paints or other surface coatings to buildings, equipment and furniture; 
perform general maintenance and repairs on equipment utilized in trade. Assist other personnel in 
performing general building maintenance duties as required 
 
REPRESENTATIVE DUTIES: 
 
ESSENTIAL DUTIES: 
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building, health and safety standards; communicate with personnel and various outside agencies to 
exchange information and resolve issues or concerns. 
 
Estimate labor, material and equipment needed for assigned projects; monitor inventory levels of 
supplies and equipment; order, receive and maintain inventory of supplies and equipment as directed; 
maintain various records related to paints, work orders and assigned activities. 
 
Assist other maintenance personnel in the performance of a variety of duties related to the building 
trades as assigned. 
 
OTHER DUTIES: 
Perform related duties as assigned. 
 
KNOWLEDGE AND ABILITIES: 
 
KNOWLEDGE OF: 
Methods, practices and procedures of the painting trade.  
Materials and equipment used to paint major projects.  
Methods, procedures, equipment and materials used in the painting trade. 
Methods of preparing a variety of surfaces for painting and finish work. 
Building codes related to the painting trade. 
Safe and approved methods in the use and disposal of paints and chemicals contacted in the 
course of duty.  
Operation and maintenance of tools, equipment and machinery used in the painting trade. 
Proper methods of storing equipment, materials and supplies.  
Shop math applicable to the building trades.  
Technical aspects of the painting trade. 
Proper methods used in cleaning and caring for brushes and other painting equipment.  
Appropriate safety precautions and procedures. 
Proper lifting techniques. 
Record-keeping techniques 
 
ABILITY TO: 
Perform a variety of journey-level duties in the painting of designated buildings and facilities and 
preparation of related surfaces. 
Mix and apply paints or other surface coatings to buildings, equipment and furniture. 
Operate and maintain tools, equipment and machinery used in the painting trade. 
Rig and work from scaffolding.  
Lift heavy objects and perform heavy manual labor.  
Observe health and safety regulations and procedures. 
Plan and lay out painting work. 
Erect and work from ladders and scaffolding. 
Communicate effectively both orally and in writing.  
Work cooperatively with others. 
Work in confined spaces and from typical school site building heights.  
Meet schedules and time lines. 
Understand and follow oral and written instructions. 
Work independently with little direction.

Any combination equivalent to graduation from high school supplemented by completion of an 
approved apprenticeship program in painting and two years journey-level experience in the painting 
trade.

Valid California driver’s license and the ability to maintain qualification for district vehicle 
insurance coverage.

Indoor and outdoor work environment.
